ALAN D. SCATCHERD DEAD

THE END CAME SUDDENLY THIS

AFTERNOON IN BUFFALO

He Was Secretary of the Wood Working

Company and a Batavian Who Was Uni-

Versally Respected and Admired—Atro-

Phy of the Heart the Cause of Death.

Alan Dunbar Scatcherd, Secretary of the Batvaia & New York Wood Working Company died at 12:10 o’clock this noon at the home of his cousin, John Newton Scatcherd of No. 703 Delaware Ave, Buffalo.  For several months he had been in ill health, suffering, it was believed, from Bright’s disease in an acute form, but the immediate cause of his death was atrophy of the heart.

   While it had been generally known in Batavia for some time that Mr. Scatcherd’s health was not good very few were aware that his condition was serious.   His illness really dated back about three months, but he had been able to be about and attend to his business duties all the time, although he told a friend recently that he had lost thirty pounds since May 20th.  He planned to go away for an extended pleasure trip, leaving this week and it was hoped that it would result in benefit to him.  A week ago today, accompanied by Mrs. Scatcherd, he went to Hill Crest, Mrs. Edward Wolcott’s summer home near York, to spend Sunday.

   While at the Hill Crest, Mr. Scatcherd became worse and on Monday he and his wife went directly to Buffalo, to John N. Scatcherd’s residence, and Dr. Charles Cary of Buffalo, brother of Trumball Cary of Batavia was called.  He at once put Mr. Scatcherd to bed and had a consultation with Dr. John Parmenter on Tuesday.   Despite all that medical aid could do Mr. Scatcherd began to fall rapidly.  He had a sinking spell last night and was only kept alive by means of hypodermic injections of nitro glycerin.  This morning he lapsed into unconsciousness and remained in that condition until the end.  Mrs. Scatcherd remained with him in Buffalo, but the children were at the family residence, No. 16 Ellicott Ave.
   Mr. Scatcherd was born in Strathroy, Ontario, 37 years ago last February.   He was educated at the Upper Canada College.   Soon after his graduation he began to study law and continued it a few years.  Then he became manager of the Cyclorama of Niagara Falls, spending two years with it in England and then coming to the United States locating it in Chicago for a while.  In June 1892, he began his connection with the Wood Working company.    Although he remained a subject of Great Britain he was regarded as one of Batavia’s best citizens.   He took genuine interest in all that pertained to the welfare of the village and was a valued member of the executive committee of the Board of Trade.  How highly he was regarded was demonstrated by the expressions of solicitude on every side and from all classes of people when it was learned that he was seriously ill.  His death has caused a feeling of genuine sorrow to pervade the entire community. 

   On June 9, 1894 Mr. Scatcherd was united in marrage to Miss Katherine C. Labatt of London, Ontario, who survives him with three children, John Labatt, aged 5 ½ years:  Colin Campbell, aged 3 ½ years and Margaret Biddaugh, aged 15 months.  He also leaves a brother, R.C. Scatcherd of Buffalo and two sisters, Misses Margaret and Winnifred Scatcherd of Buffalo and Batavia.

   The will of Alan D. Scatcherd, late of Batavia, was presented for probate today.  It was executed on January 2, 1902, and is very brief.  After providing for the payment of debts and funeral expenses it reads:  “I give and bequeath to my wife Katherine Constance Scatcherd, all my property, both real and personal, and to her heirs and assigns forever.”  Mrs. Scatcherd is named as executor.  The estate is valued at $4,000.  Mr. Scatcherd also had $14,000 in life insurance.
