When we divorced, I moved myself and the children to Toronto as I did not want to be a single mom in New York City with 3 children under the age of six.   I reacquainted myself with my Canadian family which turned out to be one of the best decisions I ever made.    But after living in New York, Toronto was like the far side of the moon!!!!    I was just about to move back to New York, 3 kids and all, when I met my present husband Stan Blair (another one of my good decisions)  
Sadly, my eldest son Alan, named after my brother Alan, drowned in the Don River in 1965 and it took me a very long time to get over it, but passing time DOES help to heal the wounds and eventually Stan and I had another child named Katharine Labatt Blair, named after Kitty Scatcherd.  She is totally addicted to Family Genealogy and has a wall covered in her home with pictures of John Labatt Scatcherd and the Bar from his Military Cross.  She also has collected Labatt ashtrays and memorabilia as she goes to antique fairs and collects anything she can get her hands on that says Labatt or is family!!  

I now live at Palace Place in Toronto, a skyscraper condo complex overlooking beautiful Lake Ontario.
